This format is to be used for your project. In essence, you should format your paper exactly like this document. The easiest way to do this is simply to download a template from the class web site, and replace the content with your own material. The template file contains specially formatted styles that will reduce your work in formatting your submission. The first paragraph of any section should use style “Body Begin.”

The second and subsequent paragraphs of a section should use the style “Body.” 
Your paper should include a description of and motivation for your project, an brief explanation of the math and physics behind your system (make the assumption that you are presenting this to a CS student who has not taken the course, not to the professor who taught the material), a detailed description of the system that you have implemented – its components, how they work, how they talk to each other, and what was challenging or novel in your approach, and a discussion about future avenues of work (what you would do if you had the whole summer to work on your project).
